CO and PM10 State Implementation Plan 
(SIP) Revisions 2005
The Regional Air Quality Council and the Air Pollution Control Division have initiated a process to revise the current CO and PM10 Maintenance Plans.  The revised Plans will be updated using MOBILE6.2, the new DRCOG transportation model, and modeling with new data.  At the same time, the current mobile source strategies will be evaluated and new motor vehicle emissions budgets will be developed. 

A CO & PM10 SIP Revision notification email list was created to keep stakeholders informed.
